The University of Toronto Faculty of Law has partnered with the 
Toronto District School Board to deliver an innovative, law-focused 
high school program. Law in Action Within Schools (LAWS) is 
aimed at inner-city high school students--many of whom face barriers to 
achieving their full potential. 

LAWS engages students in their studies and the world around them by 
offering interactive classroom and extra-curricular activities that 
provide unique exposure to legal issues, the legal system, and the 
legal profession. 

The goal is to use legal education as a tool to assist students to 
succeed in school, meaningfully consider post-secondary education, and 
become engaged and active citizens. 

Started in September 2005, LAWS works with a selected group of students 
at two inner-city Toronto high schools: Central Technical School and 
Harbord Collegiate Institute.
